St. Johnôs R/C Flyers Field. 
The February 2014 issue contained part 1 of the SJRCF 
new field report. At that time, the land had been acquired 
and the rough clearing completed. It was a very productive 
summer and our Club was able to get the finished grading 
completed and topsoil applied. Fertilizer, lime and seed 
followed in mid-July, the hottest and driest on record. 
Since we had no way to water the seed, we thought it 
might have been a write-off but changing weather in Au-
gust provided much needed rain. Still, the grass was slow 
coming and 2 months later, it was still very thin. Flying that 
year was expected to be out of the question and it looked 
like we would have to repeat the process all over again the 
following spring. However, some over seeding, another 
application of fertilizer and ideal growing conditions in Sep-
tember did wonders for the grass. A few weeks later, we 
mowed for the first time. Two days later, we were flying! 
This past summer, club members built the permanent safe-
ty fencing and pilot stations and added signage. On July 
19, we had an official opening celebration and Fun Fly. 
This project has given our club a great feeling of accom-
plishment. There is still more to do and we'll likely be add-
ing something each year  but having our own field means 
every improvement is now part of a long term investment... 
and it only took 40 years!
